what to bring:

Bring your Bible, a notebook and pen; a pillow and sleeping bag OR sheets and blanket, pillow, pillowcase; towels and
washcloths; soap, shampoo, toothpaste, toothbrush, deodorant, and other toiletries; a flashlight; spending money; several
changes of clothes; a light jacket or sweatshirt; water bottle; bug spray; a swimsuit, a beach towel, sunscreen, and flip-flops;
and an extra pair of tennis shoes. Ball gloves are optional. Additional Recommended Items: disposable camera. (We do not
permit cell phone/iPod camera use at camp).

DO NOT BRING the following: any electronic devices - including cell phones, music/media players, computers, electronic
tablets, TVs, and video games; clothing with inappropriate graphics or lettering; magazines; knives, fireworks, or weapons of
any kind; non-prescribed drugs, alcohol or tobacco products. For the safety and well-being of all campers, GLCC impounds
camper belongings that appear contrary to the atmosphere and spirit of the camp. These items will be safely stored and
returned at the end of the week.

clothing:

Campers should pack modest summer clothing. We ask that shorts be longer and suitable for crazy-active camp activities.
Pants should stay up around the waist, and underwear shouldn’t be visible. Remember, camp clothes may get stained or
even lost. Camp staff will ask campers to change if their attire is not camp appropriate.

Label everything you pack with your child’s first and last name! Remember, GLCC is not responsible for lost or stolen
items. Please pack enough clothing for the entire week. We do not provide laundry facilities for campers. In emergency situ-
ations, our staff will wash sleeping bags or other clothing. Please pack a laundry bag for collecting dirty clothes during the
week.

girls:

Loose fitting, knee-length, athletic wear suitable for recreation; NO pants, jeans, capri pants, or shorts above the knee;
NO sun dresses, sleeveless shirts, tank tops, or tight-fitting shirts. A modest one-piece bathing suit, along with a dark t-shirt
and loose-fitting, knee-length, athletic wear is required for the pool.

Casual pants (jeans, sweat pants, etc.) and a t-shirt for recreation; no tank tops. Longer shorts may be worn on the ball

field in the afternoons. Knee-length swim trunks and a dark t-shirt are required for the pool.

Note for Wednesday evening service: Girls will wear a knee-length dress, or a skirt and a nice shirt. Boys will wear long
pants and a collared shirt.

lost/found:
